**CAST IS ALWAYS IN CHARACTER

Each character will have a range of emotions based on the “Puppy Scale”.  “Puppy Scale” emotions range from happiness and joy to dread, fearfulness and disaster.  These are the emotions an individual goes through when owning a puppy.

“How cute!!”
“This is the best day ever!”
“Puppies have so much energy”
 “The puppy pooped on the rug!”
“Oh no! I can’t believe this is happening!” 
“Where did the puppy go?”
“I’ve lost the puppy”


INDIVIDUAL CAST SHOTS

Shot 1 –  Vicki (GARCELLE BEAUVAIS) 

2 Looks – Regular Wardrobe and Wedding Dress

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  She displays the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position her eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, her hands are in a position relatable to how she feels (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).



Shot 2 –  Lauren (ESSENCE ATKINS)

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  She displays the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position her eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, her hands are in a position relatable to how she feels (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).

Shot 3 –  Camille (MALINDA WILLIAMS) 

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  She displays the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position her eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, her hands are in a position relatable to how she feels (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).

Shot 4 –  Sophie (TERRI J. VAUGHN)

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  She displays the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position her eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, her hands are in a position relatable to how she feels (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).

Shot 5 –  Garrett (Don’t know Actor’s name?)

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  He displays the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position his eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, his hands are in a position relatable to how she feels (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).



GROUP CAST SHOTS

*Not in need of 2-shots with female cast members.  We’d rather have group shots with all 5 cast members (Vicki and Garrett, Sophie, Lauren, Camille); 4 female cast members (Vicki, Sophie, Lauren, Camille); 3 female cast members minus our bride to be (Sophie, Lauren, Camille); and then the bride and groom (Vicki and Garrett).  

The key for the group shots aside from below is some great turn-key press photos that show the cast interacting, looking at each other, celebratory and happy.  

Shot 1 –  (Vicki and Garrett, Sophie, Lauren, Camille)

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  They all display the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position their eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, their hands are in a position relatable to how they feel (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).  

Shot 2 –  (Vicki, Sophie, Lauren, Camille)

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  They all display the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position their eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, their hands are in a position relatable to how they feel (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).  

Shot 3 –  (Sophie, Lauren, Camille)

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  They all display the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position their eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, their hands are in a position relatable to how they feel (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).  


Shot 4 –  (Vicki and Garrett)  

Wide (full body) and Medium shots standing and facing toward camera.  They display the full “Puppy Scale” of emotions with each position their eyes take (Straight On, Up and Down, Looking to the Right, Looking to the Left).  In each shot, their hands are in a position relatable to how they feel (Uncomfortable – Arms crossed, Comfortable – Arms loose).  

DIRECTIONAL KEY ART CONCEPTS SHOTS 

CONCEPT 1 – AIRPORT ARRIVAL

As part of solo shots and/or group shot with the 4 female cast members in regular vacation wardrobe (not sloppy, they need to be dressed up, but Vicki should NOT be in wedding attire).  We need them to look to camera, with their best smiles/glam poses. Think runway model, striking a pose.  See attached PDF for style frames.

CONCEPT 2 – SUPPORTIVE FRIENDS

As part of group shot with the 4 female cast members.  Vicki should be in Wedding Gown for this shot.  We need the 3 other female cast members surrounding her, embracing her, showing love, admiration and support.  They don’t all have to be looking at her, some can look to camera and some at her.  See attached PDF for style frames.

CONCEPT 3 – LOGO INTERACTION

As part of solo shots for all 5 cast members including Garrett.  Vicki should be in Wedding Gown for this shot.  We need Vicki posed as you see in the attached PDF style frame, lying on ground with feet in the air, left hand on chin looking to camera.  The other women can be positioned as if they are peeking around the #2.  Get each woman looking from both left and right (again – use PDF as guide for direction).  Garrett should be sitting, both legs in front, looking a little confused and lost.  

CONCEPT 4 – VACATION/LOUNGE CHAIRS

*LOUNGE CHAIRS/PROPS would be needed for this one.  Vicki should be in Wedding Gown for this shot. See attached PDF for reference, but the idea is that the 3 other female cast members besides our bride/Vicki are relaxing, smiling, having a great time, while Vicki is stressed out, hands at her cheeks, totally confused.  

CONCEPT 5 – FACE TO FACE

[bookmark: _GoBack]The cast can be in their dress wardrobe (Vicki doesn’t have to be in wedding attire).

Key is to get the head to head shot with Vicki and Garrett.  They are mad, frustrated, looking like the hate each other, mouths open.  

Then you can get the 3-shot of the other female cast members when you have them together for other glam/PR shots.   They are looking frustrated, annoyed, major attitude.  









WHOLE GROUPING SHOT

Shot 1: Progression Shot
Wide group shot of all cast members.  Each individual displays emotions relevant to the character.  As time progresses and shot are taken, expressions of each character change, become looser and transform to more “out of the norm”/crazy expressions/”We are having a great time!!”
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
